Soiled, smelly or wet items will not be accepted for judging. 
Enter only once per class.  Entries must have been completed within 
the last year, appear new, and be clean.  Entries are judged on 
workmanship, fi nished appearance, design and color, and originality.  
They must be properly fi nished and hemmed. Labels and hanging 
sleeves are not required. Decorative hangers, poles, twigs, or like 
hanging items can not be accepted with quilts due to a lack of space 
and method of hanging quilts at the Fair. All quilts need a title writ-
ten on the entry form. From the back of the quilt mark the lower left 
corner with a masking tape “X” to assure proper hanging of the quilt. 
If quilt has a label it must be covered prior to entering.
 

All entries must be entered for the purpose of being judged; quilts will 
not be taken for display purposes only. 

All divisions are open to all ages. For Junior, Senior or Professional 
consideration place appropriate letter on the entry form. A profes-
sional is someone who sells or instructs.  Please print and com-
plete Quilt Department Entry Information Form to be turn in with 
quilt and entry form.

A:  Junior, ages 12 and under
B:  Junior, ages 13 through 17 
C:  Senior, 60+
P:  Professional

If not specifi ed, entry will be classifi ed OPEN.
